The mayor and burgesses of the (ity of Cambridge have been comang to
Reach Fair since before 1200 A.D. This year Miss M. Whitehead suggested
that the Church, as its part in the celebrations, should mount:an.
exhlbltlon'of Reach, past and present., This proved a great success. Wlth
almost a thousand people visiting it and raising £30 for the repair fund.

The exhibition arranged in sequence, began in prehistory with.. .
specimens of fosslls, bog oak and the vertebrae of huge prehistoric monsters,
provided by Messrs. Whitehead, Moseley and Washtell, There followed a i
collection of Stone and Bronze Age material found lecally. Outstanding was
the fine, polished flint axe lent ¥y Mr. D. Fuller, Two splendid Bronze

Age axes shown oy Mr. B. Smith had been ploughed out of the Fen. The Roman
Villa, between the village of Reach and Swaffham Prior, was the basis of the
- magnificent exhibition of artefacts put on by Mr. John Clarke. Tribute must
be paid to the outstanding work of this local farmer cum archaeologist and
naturalists; with his inspiration and help, much of interest has been -
conserved in Reach and the surrounding villages, and hls wag the solid
foundation upon which the exhlbltlon was built. :

Through the Middle Ages, Tudors, Stuarts and Ceorges, the County -
Archivist, §r. J.M, Farrar, led the way. How can we thank him: for such an
interesting journey in time? One can but admire the quiet, efficient,
professional way in which documents were produced from the first: Charter
references to Reach Fair in 1200 4,D, to the bill for the Mayors Lunch in

- 1825 and. on tc *he Village Roll of Honmour in the Great War of 1914-18.
The villagers always thought the hamlet had had an interesting history, but
now the Archivist has really brought it to llfe..

The Victorian era, with peat dlgglng tools and other 1tems of country
erafis, really belonged to Mrs. Washtell and her family. They produced 32
items ranging from press cuttings to paintings. As usual their help to the
village was given unstintingly, in the tradition set by Colin Washtell over
twenty years ago.

Next came the other great effort on our behalf by a County 0fficial,
Mr. M. Petty, curator of the Cambridgeshire (ollection, lent us a great
number of early photographs of Reach. These, plus Miss Whiteheads album,
were possibly the item which gave the greatest pleasure to 'old Reach hands',
who with pride showed 'the young 'uns' great Aunt Sophy, or wiped an eye W1th
thoughts 'of past Fairs. Many were very surprised to see 'Women's Lib' in
Reach in 1906 - a cricket team of ravishing beauties and the Vicar. It all
emphagises the debt the village owes to the County Library Services.

Although it is rarely argued that in the past a great variety of
holdings has served a useful purpose, an inereasing number of people,. both
in the farming community and without, are now questioning the need for
47,000 acres of agricultural-land to be in the ownewship of Auithority.

The whelesale amalgamation of the once-rumerous and-gc-called uneconomic
fields and plots, although justifiable for reasons of rationalization and
streamlining, has also caused worry. Discussions now roughly divide these
who would countenance little general change, apart from the virtual
extinction of small Smallholdings, from others who would wish to see an
increase of small owner-occupiers., '

- Change is clearly on the way, but befors dramatic decisions are taken,
I helieve that opinion ought to be tested on the question of whether existing
tenants would be interested in taeking over ownership of land they presently
oeccupy. 1 expect that many, if not moat, of Cambridgeshire (ounty Council's
Smallholders would wish to.carry on as they. are, even though the land rents
have to be increased subsiantially from time to time, but the opportunity is
now available for views to be expressed on the possibility of owner-
occupation, These views are extremely important and will be taken into
account by those who have to decide the future, I therefore hope that any
County Council'tgnant in Reach Parish will not hesitate to contact me to
discuss the whole matter. . _
