Tecclesiastes' despairing
conviction that everything is uesless, and that nothing will ever alter,
is contradicted. The veil of death hanging darkly and heavily over 21l
nations is ripped apart. BEvil, wven when entrenched behind the concentrated
power of the state, is defeated. : » :

Between 1708 and 1710, when Minister of the Presbyterian Meeting
House at Crook Lane in Chester, Matthew Henry produced an Exposition of
the 01d. and New Testa ments whlch has lately been reprinted. (The New
Testament 1sg published in, two cheap stocky paperbacks by Hodder). It
.must be one of the most readable running commentrries on the bible ever
written, not simply because written in faultlessly pure English, but
because it literally runs from verse to vorse and chapter to chapter, so
that once picked up it becomes an effort to put down. And it is packed
with the homely wisdom of the Gospel. 'Well', he writes, introducing the
last chapter to St. Mark, 'this {(last)} Sabbath - (the Sabbath during
which Jesus' Lody lay in the tomb) ~ 'this Sabbath is over, and the first
day of the week 1s the first day of a new world'. 4ind so it seemed to
every member of the little community Jesus left behind. There seemed to
be ‘a vista of limitless breakthrough opening before them, in which every
promise of God from Abraham onwards was offered to them -again fulfilled
to the hilt. The future was possible again, extending now even beyond the
barrier of death, and it was in and into this hope that every convert
was baptized, as it was the hope in which two members of the parish were
baptized last month. !'Baptiswm', indecd, 1t haos been said 'is the means by
which we are inc¢orporated into the mighty zct by which God raised Jesus
from the dead.' And the result was a reckless confidence which in only
three centuries changed the world., 1'Believe the resurrection', Mstthew
Henyy saye, remarking on the raising of Jairus' daughter, 'and then be
not afraid'. They did believe and were not afraid, and that lack of fea
has gone on producing new churches and new martyrs till this very day.

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EDWIN MUIR Part I

Edwin Muir was born in 1887 on a farm in Orkney. The family was

" port  of a simple, poor but close~knit community. Their life~style
would seem, by cur standards, primitive and hard living as they did,
liternlly,, "off the land", and were self-sufficient through necessity.

'_-But the family was a happy one, and the young Edwin's earliest years

seemed almost idyllic, certainly in comparison with the hardships
‘which befell him later. The family numbered ten with Rdwin's three
brothers, two sisters, aunt and cousin. He was a sickly child and
didn't start school until he was seven, and then only received a sketchy
education which stoepped at the age of 14, A% the age of nine he began
to read avidly any literature that he could lzy his hands on, and made
up his mind then that he would be a writer when he grew up.

When he was 14 the family made a disastrous move to Glasgow,
because the farm failled and the discouraged father sold up. Plunged
into industrial Glasgew, Edwin took a series of menial jobs, all of
which he hated. He was by turn office boy, chauffer's assistant, clerk
in a beer bottling factory, a bone factory and a shipbuilding ofiice.
Within the first two years in Glasgow he lost four members of his family.

Hig father's death was followed by those of his two elder brothors,
one from consumption and the other from a brain tumour. Then his
mother died from an intermal disorder. Without the support of 2 home
background he continuslly shifted from one set of bad lodgings to
another. He also constantly suffered from ill-health. During these
wretched years wdwin Mulr sank into o depressed state as his hopes all
withered one by onc. He co 1d not stave off the feelings of degrada-
tion and demoralization which his meaningless jobs dbrought him. IHe
did, however, find some escape in Sociamlism, and developed & simple
imaginative vie- of 1li® where all people would be free and equal. His
greatest influences .ere two writers, Heine and Nietzsche. For many
years Nietzshe inspired him with a vision of the future, although
eventually he came to realise that this was mostly = compensation for
the unhappiness of his life at that time.

A4t the outbroak of Wor®l Wor I Muir volunteered for the Lrmy but was
refused on grounds of henlth, Inv"1913 he met Willa Anderson and they
married the following year - when he was 32. They settled for a while
in Lomdon and Muir became.a freelance Jjournalist, doing critical and
reviewing work for nowspapers - a step in the right direction at last!
He was still, however, beset oy inner conflicts and struggles, and
underwent psychoanalysis. His strange symbolic dreams and waking
trances revealed a good deal of his past, which he had tricd to keep
buried. For instance, he dreamed that he brought his.dead mother to

life - he believed in the imgoftality of the soul, a belief which

brought comfort. In another drxesm, he was far above the earth,
inside = star. The earth was covered with ice, and as he dived
towards it, he realised that his body would be broken to pieces. is
the body shattered, the soul left it, and watched 28 it was devoured
by & huge animal. He then appeared, reborn, with a serpant wrapped
around him. In another dream he and two other men were killed by an
enormous sea-beast; and in another he was speared to death by soldiers.
He made use of his dreams by recounting thew in his poems.

They spent several years moving nomadically around Burope, working as
translators. With the past behind him, he felt new hope, and at the
age of 35 he began to writc his poetry.

Briefly, tis lays down that the firebresk which was 9 mcitres
has now been increased to 15 metres and the penalty for offending has
been increased from £20 to £200 on conviction,

The N.PF.U. has been informed and I understand will publish full
cetails in July and the Council will also publish full dutails in the
local press. Those of us who are ahnually saddened by the sight of
scorched trees and hedges will welccme the strengthening of this bye-
law,

Recent T.V. programmes nnd growing public concern regarding the
international situation have thrown the spotlight on local preparation
for a possiblie future nuclear holocaust. DBearing in mind this and the
considerable local interest aroused, I‘devote my article this monith to
what. the County Council, through its Emergency Planning Officer, is
trying to do,

. County Councils throughout Britain have =2 duty to make plans to
cope with the effects of o nuclear attack, and in Cambridgeshire, this
is the job of Mr. John Harding. Plans are being prepared which will

tie the Counily and its six Districts into the sytem of Regional
Gevernment, which will come into operation if gwernment from London
is no longer possible. The County and District Councils t.iemseclves
would be reorganised to provide essential servicos to the pepuldation
on a functional basis rather than the Departmental system we know
today. Complementary to this planning, which could be described as
being 'from the top down', training of volunteers has been sgtarted this
Winter with sach Parish Council being asked to nominate one or two
persons to attend a series of 12 classes extended over two Winters.

If this country is heavily attacked, it is thought likely that as
much as 75% of the population wo 1ld remain olive, and that in some
areas, small communities will be cut off from communication with the
outside world for a long period. In such circumstances, the continued
survival of individuals in those communities could depend on everyone
working together to make the most of surviving resources. The
Community Advisers - Parish Council volunteers - at such a time would
improvise and advise as to the best measures the community as a whole
should take to enhance its chances of survival in the long term.

The Community Advisers training course covers the maintenance cf
law and order, the control and use of resources, Health and sanitation,
control and availability of food stocks in shops, firms and warehouses,
the reliability of local water supplies and the factors governing
contaminction, the handling of refugces, measures for protection of
people and livestock, mass casualty care and dissemination of
information. A1l this is expected to be ashieved in the finanecial

year 1980/81 by the County Council spending £14,730 (nct), and in
this one area at least, I belicve we all get full value for money,
and I thank officers and voluntecrs who are putting so much time and
work towards our vital interests. '
