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FROM THE VICAR

The Philisopher A. N. Whitehead once described religion as
'the vision of something which stands beyond, behind, and within the
passing flux of immediate things, something which is real, and yet
waiting to be realised; something which is a remote possibility, and
yet the greatest of present facts; something that gives meaning to
all that passes and yet eludes apprehension; something whose
possession is the final good, and yet is beyond all reach; something
which is the ultimate ideal and the hopeless quest.'
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It would be difficult to describe more accurately either the
elusiveness or the centrality of vision in our whole human cxperience.
Generation after generation we devote untold time and thought to
exploring the purpose of education and always, at the end of the day,
there comes to the surface the renewed awareness that its ultimate
aim is the development of judgement, the growth of imagination, the
capacity to see. This is the really worthwhile and only abiding
product of what the title of a recent book called Fifteen Thousand
Hours, i.e. at a Secondary Modern School. But the process goes on,
beyond schooldays. Just as, when climbing, each shoulder of the hill
or mountain, which we hope is the final approach to the summit, re-
veals a further shoulder beyond, though at the same time a longer
and a wider view, each main phase of our lives is marked by a new
and wider p:rspective into the ultimate meaning of things. Scales
fall from our eyes, pennies drop; we tumble to conclusions.

And each moment of sight is a shock of joy. We realise why
Archimedes jumped out of his bath shouting 'Heureka!' Yet each
moment of discovery only proves an invitation to further exploration,
otherwise we go backwards, for as a wise man said, 'we are always
apt to be content with what we have, and it is always growing thinner'.
The novelist Iris Murdoch put it positively and powerfully when she
said 'we grow by attention'. OQur minds were made for truth; and
finding truth is that shock of recognition which we call falling in
love. 'Looking is what saves us.' wrote Simone Weil. o

So, if Christianity really has to do with the very meaning of
existence, it won't surprise us to find a constant and very heavy
emphasis on sight as a large part of its essence, 'Christianity’
it has heen said, 'is prinarily an invitation to see'. The visit
of the Wise Men to Bethleham is a perf<ct parable of what it is
about: 'feeling after God and (ultimately] finding him', as Paul
told the Athenians we were meant to do, where 'feeling after' means
groping about like a blind man in the dark, using the crudest clues,
such as astrology, and the obscure brilliance of an unknown star,
as the Magi did, to bring them by degrees to the place of under-
standing, God in Ctrist.. As a recent writer put it, 'the ordinary

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becomes the route to the extraordinary, and the place of surprise
is set.in the unsurprising place’, in this case an outhouse in
Bethlehan.

Soit is, as this same writer says, 'to be saved is to see God
in Christ', where 'saved' means exactly what Archimedes fult when
he made his great ‘discovery, i.ec. granted a clue to the meaning of
existence. That is why, from one angle, all Jesus ministry to his
intimgte fricnds was a constant invitation to see further into the
nystery, and understand him: ‘having eyes', he said, 'don't you seg?!’
He actually wept over Jerusalem in the end because its ;~ople
couldn't realise their liberation had come. But to those who did
realise he was overflowing in his kindness: 'Blessed', he said, 'arc
the eyes which see the things that you see: for I tell you that many
prophets and kings lJesired to see those things which you see, and did

not see them',

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ST. VALENTINE'S DAY

There were two saints of the same name, both of whon were
martyred in the Third Centrury on the 14th February. However, it
is doubntful whether either of them is the lover's saint, but the
customs associated with the day, which were originally nogan, were
renamed with the name of » saint who was martyred on the same date.

It is a very old custom to choose sweethearts on St.
Valentine's Day, which, according to an old country tradition was
the Jday on which the birds also chose their mates.

"Muse, bid the morn awake, .
Sad winter new declines,
Bach bird doth choose a mate,
This day St. Valentine's
for that good Bishop's sake
Get up, and let us see
What beauty it shall be
That fortune us assigns.” g
_ (Drayton)

One method of choice was by drawing lots. Names Were written
on pieces of paper or woo'l in some kind of container and then drawn
in turn Sy all taose present until everyone h'd become someone's
Valentine. Another variation was to write the names on pieces of
paper, roll them up in balls of wet-clay,'undkput them in a bowl
of water. 4s the clay dissolved, the paper would come to the surface
and the first name to do so would be the lucky man.

' Ariother custom was that the first mon seon by a woman oh the
morning of Valentine's Day was automatically hor Valerniine, whether
she liked him or not. Samuel Pepys recorded in his Diary for 1662
that Mrs. Pepys was forcocd to go about her house with her eyes
covered on February 14th because there were painters working on it,
and she was afraid of seecing one of them before her real Valentine!
In the Seventeenth century it was usual for marricd people to have
and be Valentines, ns well as young men and maidens. The presents
which the women received were often quite expensive, such as
embroidered gloves or silk stockings to valuable jewcllery among
the well-to-do.

The word Valentine apnlied to both the chosen swecheart and the
gift, and later when the elaborate nrosent went out of fashion, to
the Valentine card which replaced it. The children used tc go
round early in the morning of Fooru ry 14th looking for gifts and
singing songs such as:i- ‘

"Good morrow, Valentine,
please to give me a Valentlne,
I'11 be yours if you'll be nine
Good morrow, Valentlgcg

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or

Good morning Valentine.®
The singcrs were usually rewwrdec w1th a few copners, or cakes,
sweets or oranges,

There was also a sport among children in which the girls burned
a figure which they had stolen from the boys, called the Holly Boy,
and the boys d4id the same with another figure called the Ivy Girl.
They then had a tham fight for each other's trophies. Ways of
discovering a future lover werc used by the girls, including one
where on St. Valentine's Eve the girl would pin five bay leaves on
her pillow, one at cach corner and one in the middle. A hard-boiled
egg, from which the yolk hal been removed and replaced by salt, wos
eaten., She was then supposed to dream of her future husband!

The Valentine card was at first hand-male with a verse written
on it and drawings of hearts or flowers. Later came the printed card
with lace edges, ornaments male of ribjons or feathers, gilded paper
and rhyming verses. In the Nineteenth centry cards of this kind were
sent out by hand or by post in increasing numbers cvery year ,rising

to about a million and a half in the 1880's, After this, they began
to decline in popularity, and eventually venished almost completely.
In the 1930's they began to get mildly popular again, as they
today, but they will never be as popular as they were 100 years ago.
The custom will probably disappear altogether since women now have
so much freedom in choosing their male friends that Valentine's Day
is no longer needed!
