A revolution is quietly going on in the life of the English Church,
though the full extent of it won't be known till a historian comes to wr:.te
the hlstory of the 1ast 30 years, .

Fz.rst, most obvmuuly, the number of clergy being ordalned has dropped
to about & of the 1950 level - L28 last year against more than 600 - a drop
reflec’ced in most churches of Wectern Durope. This -decliney- greatly aggra~
vated by death and retlrement, hes meant the amalgamatlon of thousands of
perlsnes throughou‘b the country. - L S

This has been the cause of much deep and understandable pa:.n. The
'nrlnclple of one priest and one church for every pa.rlsh, however small, has
gone deep. into the English ‘mind, even though most Englishmen have perversely
preferred to show their loyalty and affection for their parish church by
largely absenting themselves from its worship, But the result has been
paradoxical, too. Instead of inducing death, such mergers have succeeded,
where exhortation previously failed, in awakening the mind of the laity to
the surprising fact that they. themselves, not the clergy, are the church,
each equlpped with the gifts of the Spirit for the work of bulldmg up the
chu:ccn as tne Body of Chm.st :Ln uhe world,.

Se condly, the fact of mflata.on. The value of money depreciated

roughly 70 times between 1250 and 1940. Though startling in itself, its
J.mnact has been softened by its gradualness, though of course. there have
been perti cularly bad pa ches, . And since the 1950's we have been in another;
vhich as yet shois no sign of ending. This means that merely to meet un~
avoidable bills clergy now_have to be paid sums. that would have been thought.
absurd wien I was ordalned_.‘ The cost of tra,:mlng has similarly rocketed.
Most cf the 400 men now. in training are. married, and the cost of supporting
a young family is creeping up to £2,500 p.a., epart from a similar sum
needed for the training of the man hlmself. Fifteen years ago, when infla-
tion really began to bite, no one would have guessed that the Church of
Bngland could possibly have survived such rises, Yet so it has.

Thirdly, the value of the benefactions made to the church in centuries
past has declined in the same catastrophic way, so that Anglicans are now
very much in the position their Free Church brethren have known all along,
that of paying for their religion as they go along,

Tt is for this reason that I dare to mention our Gift Day on July 18th,
when I shall be sitting in church all day to receive your gifts. We need,
