The ancient Township of REACH, or RECHE, has been inhabited for 2,000 years. 
Local legend says that it was once a city boasting seven churches! Situated at the 
termination of the great earthwork known as the Devil's Dyke, with Reach Lode 
giving direct access to the sea, it survived the Conquest as an inland port. It was 
the centre of considerable trade in mediaeval times, being granted a charter to hold 
an annual fair at Rogationtide by King John. Later, as the activity on its hythes 
decreased and its maritime importance declined, Reach, with its great fair dwin-
dling to the proportions of a village `feast' and its many inns closing one by one, 
gradually lapsed into a purely agricultural community. Reche the port has gone, 
only Reach the hamlet remains.

FROM THE VICAR,  REVD CANON STEPHEN EARL.  
   
Dear Friends, 
 
The summer holidays are just past as I write, but will seem long ago when you read 
this.  Yet like me you may have special memories of things you did and places you 
visited.   Two things remain in my mind, seemingly unconnected, but then perhaps 
there is a connection... 
 
The first recalls a place Abi and I planned to visit, but didnôt: a holiday cottage in 
Gloucestershire close to where we first met and were married.  Weôd lived in the area 
for 4 years and looked forward to re-visiting old haunts.  And then in July the floods 
came.  Although the cottage itself was okay, the neighbouring house was inundated, 
many local roads were impassable, and our ñold hauntsò definitely inaccessible.  So a 
last minute change of plané instead we spent the first part of our holiday in Norfolk.  
East Anglia was nowhere near as badly affected as other parts of the country.  We 
were fortunate, others were not.  Avoiding the rain one day, we went to the cinema to 
see the Simpsons.  Lo and behold, the filmôs theme was the need to respond collec-
tively to global warming, and the Simpsonsô misfortunes resulting from Homerôs self-
ishly and furtively dumping effluent in the nearby lake.  We donôt know for sure that the 
summerôs flooding, here and elsewhere, resulted from global warming, but the point 
about collective responsibility is undisputed.  Itôs encouraging that churchgoers in this 
parish and diocese have given generously to the flood appeal helping those in one of 
the worst hit areas.  Our gifts have been sent to the diocese of Worcester where the 
Severn and Wye and its tributaries burst banks in many places, causing havoc and 
heartache.  The floods were a sober reminder that we all need to play our part in car-
ing for the wonderful world God has created, using resources wisely, and considering 
carefully the effect  our own lifestyle decisions have on other people and the future. 
 
The rest of our holiday was a visit to Germany, including time in and around Dresden.  
Following complete devastation after its bombing in the Second World War the city has 
risen from the ashes, and nowhere is this seen more poignantly than in the restored 
Frauenkirche in Dresdenôs city centre.  Left as a heap of rubble until 1991, since the 
East / West unification it has painstakingly been rebuilt just as it was originally in Ba-
roque style.  With the help of old photographs and an extraordinary computer pro-
gramme, the correct location of all the remaining stones was worked out.  These were 
set in place - maybe about 10% - with brand new stones making up the rest.   
 
The old ones are clearly visible being dark and weathered; the new ones clean and 
yellow.  On the altar is the famous cross of nails from the burnt-out rubble of the 
bombed cathedral in Coventry; and on the top of the dome of the Frauenkirche is a 
massive gilded cross donated by Great Britain, replacing the damaged blackened and 
twisted original now housed inside the cathedral.

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The Two Sides of Halloweôen 

 
The majority of people see Halloweôen as good-
humoured fun with children dressing up as ghosts, 
witches or monsters, and householders are happy 
to hand over sweets. However, there are some-
times gangs of children who swoop along a street, 
knocking at every door demanding some sort of 
gift or payment.  
 
For the vulnerable or elderly, this can be an intimi-
dating experience with strangers hammering on 
the door or window. If they are unprepared or un-
willing, to respond, they can be targets for anti 
social behaviour. 
 
East Cambs ASB Co-ordinator Brian Tully said: 
ñHalloweôen is about having fun, as children ac-
companied by their parents or responsible adults call at houses where they know 
they will be made welcome for some good-natured trick or treating. However some 
people want their privacy respected, and have a right not to be accosted on their 
own doorstep by aggressive behaviour. If this happened at any other time, it could 
be viewed it as a potentially criminal activity. 
 
ñWe are not being killjoys as we donôt want to stop harmless fun, but it ceases to 
be fun when some residents are genuinely living in fear. To help, the East Cam-
bridgeshire Community Safety Partnership is encouraging people who do not want 
a visit, to display the ñNo Trick or Treatò sign available from the Cambridge Con-
stabulary or East Cambridgeshire District Council websites. 
 
ñThe message to parents is to take responsibility for and accompany their children. 
Explain how an unwanted and unexpected group calling on a dark evening can 
frighten vulnerable people. Tell them to visit only where they know they will be wel-
come, and to respect peopleôs privacy when there is a ñNo Trick or Treatò sign on 
display.ò
