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Egyptian Geese on the Fen

Reach wildlife is abundant
at this lovely time of year.

Small flocks of
yellowhammer currently
inhabit the Aves 1

roadside hedge and last
week, whilst riding the short
Barston Drove, Swaffham
Prior, Reach route, | spied
roe deer, marsh harrier,
buzzard (x2), kestrel and
stoat in just 40 minutes.

We were accompanied by overhead skylark song all
the way.

In early May we were also fortunate enough to spot
two Egyptian geese on an area of flooded field
opposite New Gant Farm together with Lapwing. In
Britain these geese are found mainly in East Anglia
with North Norfolk holding the highest numbers.
Here are a few Egyptian Geese facts:

1 They breed widely in parts of Africa and were
introduced to Britain (in the 18" century) as
an ornamental wildfowl species. They
escaped into the wild and now breed
successfully in a feral state.

1 They were considered sacred by the ancient
Egyptians and appear in much of their
artwork.

1 They are related to the shelduck and
measure 63 7 73cms long. Both male and
female have identical pale brown and grey
plumage with distinctive brown eye patches.

1 Lakes, marshes and rivers are favoured
habitat with vegetation, including growing
crops, their main diet.

I They are most commonly seen in pairs or
small groups and they pair for life.

I Both parents take turns incubating the eggs
on a nest the female builds from reeds,
leaves and grass.

Like many others we have a bay tree in the garden
which didnot s u rWeitalked abohte
removal but on inspection found a pair of beady eyes
returning our scrutiny. A blackbird had nested deep
in the foliage and happily the young fledged last
week. This leads me onto a recent conversation with
Ron Greenhill, who expressed concern regarding
tree removal and hedge cutting in and around the

vilage - and its subsequent (often disastrous)
disturbance to nesting birds. | |l ooked wup
policy

(www.rspb.org.uk/advice/gardening/planting/hedgesi/t
he_law.aspx) regarding this and it may be worth
noting that they set out the following guidelines:

We recommend that cutting hedges and trees is
avoided between March and August as this is the
main breeding season for nesting birds.

It is an offence under Section 1 of the Wildlife and
Countryside Act of 1981 to intentionally take, damage
or destroy the nest of any wild bird while it is in use or
being built. It will be an intentional act, for example, if
you or your neighbour know there is an active nest in
the hedge and still cut the hedge, damaging or
destroying the nest in the process.

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RaSP Signs up 100™ Customer

RaSP passed a significant milestone earlier this year
with the connection of the 100™ subscriber to the
system. Since the bandwidth upgrade of the network
last year the growth of RaSP has accelerated with a
more than 30% increase in subscribers over the past
12 months. This is good news for everyone on RaSP
because more subscribers bring additional funds into
RaSP which in due course may enable us to
purchase further bandwidth on the main optical fibre;
this would provide everyone with a faster connection
(currently well over half
the rental of bandwidth on the fibre).

Cambridgeshire Broadband Funding

In the course of a recent meeting with a
representative of East Cambridge District Council,
RaSP learned more detail about how the
government 6s much
scheme will be implemented in Cambridgeshire.

BT will be spending 2.5 billion of their own money to
bring fast broadband to 66% of the UK population by
20157 this will cover urban areas but will leave much
of rural Britain on slow connections.

The government has allocated an additional £580M
of central funding to upgrade broadband in rural
areas, but with a minimum target speed of only
2Mb/s which is slow by modern standards (RaSP is
already delivering 5Mb/s). Peterborough and
Cambridge are receiving £6.75M of this funding but
Cambridge is adding significant local funding to
increase the total to £30M. A tendering process has
just commenced in which Cambridgeshire is seeking
a single large contractor to implement a rural
broadband scheme using the £30M plus matching
funds from their own resources making a total of
£60M. The aim of this spend is to provide a
broadband service of at least 25Mb/s to 90% of the
population of Cambridgeshire by 2015.

Which areas will be part of the 90% is not yet public
and pr ob a kelpyblished for@kout b2 months
when the tendering process has been completed. It
is also not entirely clear what service will be provided
to the unfortunate 10%.

A big disappointment for RaSP is that all the money
to be spent in Cambridgeshire will be in the hands of
the selected large contractor with no money available
to RaSP or other local groups. This is a pity since
some modest funding to purchase more bandwidth
on the fibre would have enabled RaSP to provide a
local 25Mb/s service by the end of 2012, 3 years
ahead of the grand scheme.

Hot Gooseberry Trifle (Serves 6)

Ingredients:
4 small sponge cakes 1 pint milk
500gms gooseberries 2 egg whites

3 level tbsp s custard powder 3 level tbsp s sugar
100gms castor sugar

Method

Cut the sponge cakes in half (horizontally) and line the base of a flameproof dish with
them. Cook the gooseberries until just soft, strain them and pour the juice over the
sponge cake then place the gooseberries on top. Make up the custard as normal. Allow to
cool slightly then pour over the gooseberries and leave for 5 minutes. Whisk the egg
whites until stiff, add 25 gms castor sugar and whisk again. Fold in the remainder of the
castor sug ar and whisk. Pile the mixture on top of the custard so that it forms peaks.
Bake in a slow oven for 20 -25 minutes until the meringue is crisp and golden brown.

Strawberry Fool (makes 6)

Ingredients

500gms Strawberries 50gms castor sugar
Juice of ¥z lemon % pint evaporated milk
Few chopped nuts Mint leaves

6 Strawberry halves for decorating

Method

Hull, wash and sieve the strawberries, add sugar and lemon juice, whisk the evaporated
milk until double in bulk, Fold into strawberry mixture.
